Then, camera closes up on the boy and girl.] 

Voice‐over: And consider the children… 

[The scene changes. A elder lady with white hair is greeting a shop owner in a wet 

market enthusiastically. Then, she shops around comfortably and takes a deep breath 

with a smile.] 

Voice‐over: No tobacco smoke means fresher air. 

[The scene changes. Two male and three female youths are singing and dancing in a 

karaoke.] 

Voice‐over: To protect public health… 

[Two Tobacco Control Inspectors are prosecuting a male offender in a room in the 

karaoke. First, they show their identities to the offender. Then the offender provides 

his identity card to the inspectors. The Tobacco Control Inspector finally issues a fixed 

penalty notice to the man who looks guilty.] 

Voice‐over: Tobacco Control Inspectors issue fixed penalty notices to offenders. 

Offenders must co‐operate by providing proof of identity and the required information.
